Installation

Step 1: Install the Dash Cam

Place the adhesive on the mount and properly orient the mount square to
the roof and hood line of the vebicle. Important! Ensure the T-interlock on
the Mount is oriented in the correct direction (as shown below)

Firmly press the mount onto the windshield. Wait at least 20 minutes before
mounting the camera.

Step 2: Insert the Memory Card

The Rexing V1-4K accepts [Class 10/ UHS-1 or higher] Micro SD memory
cards up to 512GB. You will need to insert a memory card before you can
behin recording. Before inserting or removing a memory card, first ensure
you've powered down the device.

Gently push the memory card in until you hear a click, and allow the spring
release to push the card out.

Power the camera by connecting the charger to the car cigarette lighter
and camera.

Otherwise, the video will easily be locked and
the video cannot be deleted by the loop recording function. This will
cause the memory card to be full of locked videos and cause the
recorder to fail fo work normally.

To use this feature, you need to connect it with a Rexing Intelligent
